“In 2004, some of the world’s most respected artists 
from 30 countries were invited by the Committee of 
100 for Tibet and the Dalai Lama Foundation to con-
sider the Dalai Lama. Their only instruction was to 
create a work of art inspired by his life and principles. 
The result was The Missing Peace: Artists Consider 
the Dalai Lama, a collective tapestry resonating with 
the Dalai Lama's vision and values.  
 
A traveling exhibition of these works is being shown 
in major museums around the world. The exhibition 
includes thought-provoking works from eighty-eight 
innovative artists, spanning photography, painting, 
textiles, animation, sculpture, video, and installation 
pieces. Eighty-eight ways to think about, talk about, 
and cultivate peace.” 
 
The exhibit is on display in Miami at the Frost  
Museum at FIU until January 10, 2010. You may want 
to visit it more than once so be sure to see it soon!

why, but I just went with it!  A truly 
opus work, is titled “A Brief History of 
Tibet” by Tenzing Rigdol. The painting 
which has been compared to  
Picasso’s Guernica, is passionate and 
stirring and sad, and you won’t want to 
miss it. Another piece is the sculpture 
in nylon of the Shakyamuni Buddha in 
the iconic parinirvana pose by artist 
Lewis de Soto. Titled “Parinirvana”, 
the statue depicts the artists face and 
it becomes all the more meaningful 
when you know that the sculpture was 
created shortly after de Soto’s father 
passed away.    
   
There is MUCH to see in this beautiful 
exhibit. There are works by Richard 
Avedon, Laurie Anderson, Chuck 
Close, Richard Gere, Guy Buffet, 
Christo, Jenny Holzer, Bill Viola, etc. 
 
To see the exhibit well, you should 
schedule yourself some extra time as 
it warrents as much time as you can 
give it. 
 
Admission to The Museum is always 
free.  
 
The Frost is located at 10975 SW 
17thSt across from the Blue garage 
and adjacent to the Wertheim Per-
forming Arts Center .
